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DRC: Satellite Imagery Show Destruction of Three IDP Camps in North Kivu
Estimated 2,170 IDP camp buildings/tents have been destroyed
(Geneva, 15 November 2008) – The UN program UNOSAT has identified over 2,170 destroyed buildings and tent structures in 3 camps for Internally Displaced People (IDPs) in the Rutshuru area of North Kivu Province, DRC with satellite imagery acquired on 4 November 2008. 
Published today on the UNOSAT website (www.unosat.org), the detailed imagery and maps graphically illustrate the extent of damages as first reported by the UN High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR). 
Visible in the satellite imagery are strong indications of building arson, shelter destruction and possible impact from shelling.
This emergency satellite analysis was conducted by UNOSAT in support of continuing international efforts to monitor and address the rapidly expanding humanitarian crisis in the Democratic Republic of the Congo. 
A Geneva-based UN program, UNOSAT is part of the UN Institute for Training and Research (UNITAR) and has been working on security and humanitarian issues since 2001.
